Note: The clickers must be installed even if clicking sound is not
desired. To eliminate the clicking sound, snip off the ends of the
clickers with large scissors. :
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STEP 6. REAR WHEEL/BODY ASSEMBLY

Put Painut on the end of the rear axle. Make sure block of wood
is positioned under axle. Using the Painut tool and hammer,
fasten the Palnut as shown. This will fasten the wheels to the
body assembly.

Insert two 11/2" screws into pilot holes on front and back of
handlebar until screws are engaged (front screw goes in middle
hole).

Align the two screw holes in plaque back with handlebar holes.
Fasten plaque to handlebar with two 5/8" screws. BE
CAREFUL NOT TO OVERTIGHTEN SCREWS. Align holes in
plaque face with holes in plaque back, then fasten together
with two 1/2" screws. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN SCREWS.
